Review and Revise  

Your cover letter and résumé should be direct and 

understated .  Always run your cover letter and 

résumé through the spell checker. Then have 

someone proofread it.  Address your cover letter 

to a specific person  .Tailor your resume and cover 

letter to the specific job  

Thou Shalt Not Lie  

Donõt exaggerate your accomplishments.  

Donõtõ fudge your educational background- it can be 

a firing offense at many companies.  

Distinguish yourself  

Candidates must distinguish themselves from the 

mass of similarly qualified people.  

Be able to identify and quantify accomplishments.   

Be prepared to back things up with facts and fig-

ures."  

Consider profiles on career - related sites like 

LinkedIn,Plaxo,and ExecuNet.   

Many employers use those resources and it is free 

to join.  

Network   

Studies reveal that the vast majority of jobs are 

filled through referrals. Get to know people, and 

ask them to pass your name around. Expand your 
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network of friends and professional relationships.  

Clean up your profile on  Facebook and Myspace   

Prospective employers are checking you out. Also delete any 

inappropriate photos and comments.  

Sweat the small stuff  

Small things say a lot about your preparation for the inter-

view. Get the pronunciation of all goods and services right.  

Nail down job titles. Know the corporation  

Corporate Culture  

Get a good business suit for the interview  

Dress appropriately for the corporate culture. When in 

doubt, overdress. Downplay perfume.  

Looking for a job is a long term investment .  

Develop all the required experience and skills in job hunting 

like writing an effective resume, self -promotion, telephone 

technique, high -level researching ability, and networking.  

Remain positive . Perseverance and action are critical to any 

job hunting efforts .Learn to accept rejection. At times it 

may be necessary to settle for a job that is unpaid, entry -

level, less challenging, temporary, less convenient, etc to 

get your foot in the door. Once you get a foot in the door, 

you can work harder and smarter with confidence, enthusi-

asm, and positive attitude to fast -track your career to be 

where you wanted to be

Is Your Work Sacred or Secular?  
"Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others,  

faithfully administering God's grace in its various forms." 

I Peter 4:10 
 

Have you ever felt the ñtension between the sacred and the secularò?  In an ex-

cerpt from Devotional Ventures: 60 Inspiring Devotions by Business Pro-

fessionals for Business Professionals. Edited by Corey Cleek , Alex Brubaker 

discusses how as a follower of Jesus, he felt conflicted about ñusing a first-rate 

education in the business world.ò He asked himself ñWhatôs redeeming about 

a job in the marketplace if the ultimate objective is only an increased stock 

price or a better profit margin?ò  

 

He came to realize that it was unnatural for a Christian to pretend that the sa-

cred and the secular did not overlap.  

There is always tension between the two and many times it is believed that 

working in the ñministryò is better than working in the marketplace Brubacker 

states that, some believers dissolve the tension between the sacred and the 

secular by simply becoming pastors or missionaries. He almost did just that. 

 

He asks us to consider another way to dissolve the tension . He states that 

ñGod gives each of us different gifts, passions and callings, and for some of us, 

these gifts are in the realm of business. If our calling is to advance God's king-

dom through business, then that is our highest calling.ò 

 

As Brubacker aptly says ñWhatever our calling from God - whether in the mar-

ketplace or in the Church - our calling is noble and sacred, and the old para-

digms fall away. In fact, the sacred and the secular overlap and coexistò.
